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Program Description 

The USDA, in partnership with the Hispanic College Fund, is providing scholarship 
and internship opportunities designed to promote public service and to create access to 
higher education for undergraduate and graduate students. 

The program offers:

9 Full-tuition scholarships for 2 years

9 A paid internship (640 hours) leading to guaranteed permanent employment

9 Employee benefits

9 Mentoring, career development, and leadership training

9 Use of a personal computer

Successful applicants are:

9 Committed to public service

9 Leaders in their community

9 Intellectually curious

Recipients of the program enter into an agreement with the USDA. Recipients receive 
full-tuition scholarships for two years.  Prior to graduation, recipients intern at the 
USDA for a minimum of 640 hours.  The internships are paid in addition to the 
scholarship funds.  There are numerous ways to complete your internship hours prior 
to graduation.  After graduation, recipients are required to work for the USDA for a 
minimum of 2 years.  The full-time employment at the USDA is a guaranteed job upon 
graduation.

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Eligibility Criteria  

Each applicant must meet all of the following eligibility requirements:

9 Be a U.S. citizen or be in the application process for U.S. citizenship

9 Be in good academic standing with at least a cumulative 2.75 grade point average 
based on a 4.0 scale 

9 Have a strong interest in a career in public service with the USDA

9 Meet major requirements of specific USDA agencies. (Please see listing of 
scholarship programs on page 10)

9 Must be a junior for the academic year 2005-2006 or a graduate student.  (Please see 
listing of scholarship programs on page 10)

June 2004 Interview Process

USDA will screen the candidates through either a phone or in 
person interview.  After the interview process, successful 
candidates will be matched with internship and employment 
positions. 

July 2004 Notification of Applicants

Each applicant will be notified by the agency who conducted their 
interview

July 12-16 Orientation for Selected Scholars

All selected scholarship recipients will be required to attend an 
orientation in Washington, DC. (Your travel and lodging expenses
will paid by USDA). The orientation will feature an introduction
to the USDA, leadership training, and mentorship from current 
USDA management.

Tips for Completing Your Application  

9 Make sure that you complete your scholarship application on time and that you 
answer all of the questions.

9 Check the list of scholarships offered at the end of this application packet and make 
sure you qualify for a scholarship program BEFORE you complete the application.  
There is no sense in completing an application for which you do not qualify.

9 Read ALL instructions carefully.  If there is something that you do not understand 
contact the Hispanic College Fund (HCF).  HCF is administering this program for the 
USDA.  You can contact HCF by calling Stina Augustsson at 1-800-644-4223 or 
emailing sa@hispanicfund.org.

9 Answer the essay question.  Make sure you address all points of the question and 
that your proofread your essay prior to submission.

9 Make sure your resume is current and relevant to this program.

9 Ask someone to write your letter of recommendation NOW.  You want to give that 
person as much time as possible to write a quality letter of recommendation.

9 Request to have your transcript sent NOW.  It can take up to two weeks to have 
official transcripts sent.

To ensure your application is complete, we strongly recommend mailing all documents 
in one envelope in the order indicated below. All attachments must contain your full 
name and social security number.

Scholarship Application
Complete and submit all sections of the application.  Please include a printout of your 
essay.

Essay
Submit a 500-800 word typed essay discussing why you want to work for the USDA.

Proof of Application for U.S. citizenship 
If you are in the process of applying for U.S. citizenship, please submit a copy of your 
application. If you are a U.S. citizen, you do not need to submit proof of citizenship.

Letter of Recommendation
Submit ONE TYPED current letter of recommendation on college/university 
letterhead from your academic counselor, advisor, faculty member, or employer that 
addresses the Selection Committee specifically. Make sure that your letter of 
recommendation is from someone who knows you well and can speak to your abilities. 
The letter should tell us about your: 1) Personal strengths; 2) Leadership qualities; 3) 
Academic and extracurricular achievements; and 4) Future academic and career 
aspirations. 

Transcript 
Submit an OFFICIAL college/university transcript indicating your most recent 
academic work including Fall semester 2003. Transcripts MUST include your 
cumulative GPA on a 4.0 scale.  If your transcript does not show a cumulative GPA, 
request that a school official confirm this information on school letterhead with his or 
her signature.

Resume
Please submit a current one-page resume.  The resume will be used during the 
scholarship selection process as well as for internship opportunities.

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Frequently Asked Questions  

I am not from one of the states listed.  Do I still qualify?
Yes, you can be from anywhere in the United States or Puerto Rico and qualify for this 
scholarship program.  The locations listed next to the agency and job titles are where 
your job and internship will be located.  Your supervisor will assist you in locating 
housing.  The housing will need to be paid by you from your internship funds.  After 
graduation, the agency may assist you with relocation fees.  Each agency varies in what 
it can assist you with.  You will be able to work out these details with your supervisor.

What does the USDA PSLS award cover and how will it be distributed?
As a recipient of this award, the USDA agency will cover the tuition of your college or 
university, any mandatory university fees, and books.  The scholarship checks will be 
mailed directly to your university.

What are the requirements for the internship?
You must complete a minimum of 640 hours (which is 80 days) at the USDA prior to 
graduation.  This requirement is from the federal government and cannot be waived.  
The internship hours can be completed throughout the year and there are a variety of 
ways to complete your hours.

How can I complete my 640 internship hours prior to graduation?
There are a number of ways to complete your internship hours.  The exact schedule 
will be worked out between you and your supervisor.  You could complete some hours 
this summer and finish the remaining hours next summer.  You could complete some 
hours this summer and complete the remainder in fall by taking a semester off from 
school.  You could decide to take a semester off from school in the spring and 
complete your internship hours during spring and summer of 2005.

I know I have guaranteed employment at the USDA and that there is a two year 
commitment to work for the USDA in addition to the internship.  When do the 
two years begin?
The two year commitment for full-time employment begins after graduation.  If you 
complete more than 640 hours of internship, you will be paid for the additional hours 
you work but that time will not go towards your two year commitment.  Your 
commitment begins post-graduation.
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Frequently Asked Questions  (Continued) 

Am I paid for the internship?
Yes, your internship is a paid internship.  These funds are paid separately from your 
scholarship award.  Through this program you will receive the full-tuition scholarship 
described above as well as payment for your internship.

I am currently a US permanent resident.  Do I qualify?
To be eligible for this program, you need to be in the process of applying for US 
citizenship.  You are eligible to apply as a US permanent resident, but you should 
expect to become a US citizen within the next year.  The USDA will work with you 
concerning your citizenship process, but you must be a US citizen prior to starting 
permanent employment with the USDA.

I receive other scholarships that are limited to tuition and fees.  How does that 
affect my application or my eligibility?
If you currently receive other scholarships that are restricted to tuition and fees and 
you receive the USDA PSLS award, then you will be asked to give back your other 
scholarships.  Since the USDA will pay for all of your tuition and mandatory fees, the 
USDA asks that you allow the organizations sponsoring your other scholarship awards 
to give those funds to another deserving student.  If you are already receiving a full-
tuition scholarship, then you are not eligible to apply.

What happens if I decide to leave the program?
If you decide to leave the program prior to completing your internship or two years of 
employment, then you will need to repay the USDA for the scholarship funds that 
were distributed to you.
